Conference Concludes

Industry related regulations have always been vital in deciding the dynamics of the Medical Technology and in effect the entire Healthcare industry. They have the potential to give the much required impetus for growth, accessibility and affordability of medical technology in the Indian healthcare delivery system


This session is intended as an interaction between the industry stakeholders and members of the Government to discuss measures that are currently being deliberated, proposed changes to regulation specific to the medical devices industry, the need for an industry promotion body that is separate from the regulating body, impediments that Government faces in implementation of such measures and potential areas of collaboration between the Government and Private sector. 








An increase in domestic manufacturing is probably the most important step towards customising technology for local needs and enhancing accessibility through affordability. 


This session focuses on the key impediments to growth of domestic manufacturing, key factors constituting the ecosystem of manufacturing and gaps in such system, techniques for incentivising local manufacturers, the role of innovation, the need for collaborative efforts amongst industry players and support from Government needed to address these issues.








The Indian healthcare industry is sitting on an unmet demand for more than 50% of the population. The growth objectives of the Medical Technology industry are dependent on accessibility to as many users as possible. Accessibility to healthcare however goes beyond geographical reach to ensuring the availability of the right technology, instruments and training appropriate for every level of the delivery platforms – from local clinicians to tertiary care. 


This session focuses on the enablers of accessibility - role of technology, telecom and point of care devices, success stories in improving accessibility and the overriding impact of funding and insurance coverage in enhancing access    


  





Healthcare is a labour intensive industry whose growth and credibility is dependent on the quantity and quality of its manpower. Yet there is a dearth of skilled healthcare manpower exists across the entire spectrum of healthcare delivery including nurses and technicians, which could turn into a bottleneck for the growth of the medical device industry. Manpower requirements are not only in the sphere of paramedics but also in terms of equipment maintenance and engineering. 


Training and education to increase the technical workforce as well up gradation of skills to enhance patient outcomes should be an area of immediate focus for the private healthcare providers as well as the government.


This session focuses on the growing skill gap and how both the Government and Private sector can play a role in addressing the gap, importance of vocational training courses and how they can be made more effective, role of institutions such as NSDC.
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
